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Overview:
* Short term projections are produced and published annually for a 2-year projection period
* Projections provide us with estimated forecast data regarding the rate at which occupations and industries

are growing, as well as the number of jobs present at that time.

Types of Changes:
* Numeric: the numerical change will provide us insight into the overall increase in job availability associated

with these industries and occupations over the 2-year projected period.
* Percent: the percentage change will allow us to see at what rate these industries and occupations are

estimated to grow over the 2-year projected period.
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LMI projected annual openings by occupation can be broken into three individual parts:
1. Openings due to growth within industries where occupations are concentrated
2. Openings due to transfers between occupations, as workers continue to explore different career

choices
3. Openings due to exits out of the labor force, which are mainly due to retirements

Transfers and exits can be combined to represent openings due to replacement needs
