UNEMPLOYMENT RATE

The unemployment rate within all counties in the Catawba WDA has risen significantly compared to April 2023, with Chester
County increasing from 3.1% to 4.0%. Additionally, Lancaster County, York County and the Catawba Workforce Development
Area (WDA) are all at or below the South Carolina April 2024 unemployment rate of 3.2%.
